We view all aspects of learning and development equally and ensure a flexible
approach is maintained, which responds quickly to children’s learning and developmental
needs. We develop tailor-made activities based on observations which inform future
planning and draw on children’s needs and interests. This is promoted through a balance of

adult-led and child-initiated opportunities both indoors and outdoors.

We acknowledge parents as primary educators and encourage parental involvement as
outlined in our Parents and Carers as Partners policy. We build strong home links in order to
enhance and extend children’s learning both within the nursery environment and in the

child’s home.
